Shimabara Peninsula Geopark in Hayasaki, which
is the first of its kind in Japan. Around the Unzen
Spa Town area there are many excting spots like
the Unzen-Amakusa National Park Visitor's
Center as well as the ceaselessly steaming
Jigoku Hot Springs or “Unzen Hell.”

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About Kyushu Nature Trail

The Kyushu Nature Trail'winds through all seven
prefectures of Kyushu, allowing you to experience
its rich nature, history and culture through each of
the four seasons.

Within Nagasaki prefecture, the route runs from
Kuchinotsu Port on the southernmost extreme of
the Shimabara Peninsula to Mt. Unzen, before
passing through Nagasaki city and up the length
of Nishisonogi. From there the trail encompasses
Saikai bridge and Saga prefecture’s Kurinoki pass.
Another course runs through the Goto
Archipelago, Hirado, kitsukijima Island and the
Kitamatsuura Peninsula to Kurinoki pass. Both are
long-distance courses which together make a trail
of around 460km.
