Not so far from Central Nagasaki, on the slopes
of East Nagasaki, guests can take in the
beautiful flower fields that change with the
seasons and leisurely have their fill of Nagasaki's
natural allure. Please come and enjoy the
uninterrupted view of the hiking mecca of
Nagasaki, Mt. Konpira. The charm of this hike
has to be the view from the mountain ridge.
From Mt. lwaya that overlooks Nagasaki to Mt.
Yahazu that runs along the seas surrounding
the Goto Islands, this course is brimming with
natural splendor. Additionally, this course passes
by the hypocenter of the atomic bomb so please
consider visiting there as well.

(BAzalea on Mt. Inasa/This spot is famous for its
night view of the approximately 80,000 azaleas
that bloom every spring.
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@Remains of the Siebold Mansion/These are
the remains of the private western medical
school, “Narutaki Juku,” established my Dr.
Siebold at his mansion in Narutaki Vilage.
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BKakuni Manju/Kakuni was created out of a
desire to make “Tobani,” the simmered pork
which is a specialty Chinese cuisine, easier to
eat.
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®Champon and Sara Udon/These popular
dishes were chosen among the Hundred Best
Local Dishes from Rural Areas by the Ministry of
Aegriculture, Forestry and Fisheries,
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@ Castella/Castella is a Japanese cake
developed in Nagasaki that was derived from
European cakes imported from Portugal
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B8Biwa (Loguat)/Nagasaki loquat is refreshing
with an elegant sweetness and is mainly
cultivated in the Mogi area. Desserts using the
loquat are quite delicious.

The Kyushu Nature TrailWinds through all seven
prefectures of Kyushu, allowing you to exerience its rich
nature, history and culture through each of the four
seasons,

Within Nagasaki prefecture, the route runs from
Kuchinotsu Port on the southernmost extreme of the
Shimabara Peninsula to Mt. Unzen, before passing
through Nagasaki city and up the length of Nishisonogi.
From there the trail encompasses Sakai bridge and Saga
prefecture’s Kurinoki pass, Another course runs through
the Goto Archipelago, Hirado, Ikitsukiima Island and the
Kitamatsuura Peninsula to Kurinoki pass. Both are
long-distance courses which together make a trail of
around 460km.
